CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION
A. Background
Literature is one phenomenon in human life. This is because to understand a literary work one must be able to find the deepest meaning in every word contains in a literary work. There are many sources and expert mentioning various definition of literature. This basic problem should be answered before we discuss this thesis further. So, the writer quotes definitions of literature from  A Glossary of Literary terms” literature work as an imitation, or reflection or representation of the world and human life and the primary criterion applied to a work is that of the truth of its representation to the objects represents, or represent”(Abram,1981:36).
Semiotics or semiology is the study of sign, symbol and signification. It is the study of how meaning is created not what it is (Barthes, 1999:187). Semiotics is concerned with everything that can be taken as a sign. Semiotics is the study not only refers to the signs in everyday conversation, but also everything that refer to other forms such as words, images, sounds, gestures and objects. 
Novel is story with the prose form in long shape, this long shape means the story includes the complex plot, many character and various setting (Doody, 1996:29). The novel The Queen at War by K.A.S Quinn is interesting to analyze by  using semiotic theory because suspenseful story of an interesting history.
Novel consists of  two elements which built it up. They are intrinsic element and extrinsic element. Instrinsic element is the element is the elements that builds the literary work including character, plot, setting, theme, and style. Extrinsic element is all of the elements that influence the literary work from outside, such as biography of the author, socioeconomic,  culture, religion, and so on ( Burhan, 1995: 48 ).
Novel as the imitation of the real world sometimes comes with the unusual word. The author tries to explore his/her imagination by using some language styles. It is expected to create the aesthetic or the artistic effect to the reader as the part of stylistics elements. 
Tempus (pronounced Tem-pus), also known as the Lord of Battles, was the god of war. His dogma was primarily concerned with honorable battle, forbidding cowardice and encouraging the use of force of arms to settle disputes (Ed Greenwood, 2001: 252 ).
“Tempus was originally one of many potential war gods who emerged from the primordial clashes between Selûne and Shar. These gods fought constantly with each other, the victors absorbing the essence and power of the defeated. This continued until Tempus stood as the sole god of war in the Faerûnian pantheon, having defeated and absorbed all of his competitors (with the notable exception of Garagos, whom he defeated but spared). The barbarians of Icewind Dale claim that Tempus original name is "Tempos. Tempus was served by the Red Knight, deity of strategy and war planning, Valkur, god of seaboard warfare, and Uthgar, patron of the Uthgardt barbarians of the Sword Coast North. Faerûn was a violent land, and thus from sheer number of worshipers Tempus was one of the mightiest deities in the Realms. Nearly everyone who drew a sword or nocked an arrow had fought alongside a cleric of the Foehammer” (Eric L. Boyd, Erik Mona, 2002:71). 
This novel is the result of the work of a K. A. S Quinn. The novel is a continuation of his first novel entitled “The Queen Must Die”. This novel is a fiction novel that tells the story of a girl (Ketie) from the 21th century, suddenly darted into the past in the 19th century with through space time due to a mysterious message. In the century, everyone hopes Katie can prevent disaster. The novel was translated in a style that is easy to understand.  Characterizations with each character that is strong and very important, as the daughter  Alice wise and dignified and passionate to pursue the world of nurses who are considered unfit for the women if his time. James who wrestle medicine, Grace passionate and wise, as well as other important figures such as third Tempus.

CHAPTER II
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
A. Previous Finding
some researches in analyzing semiotic in novel have been conducted by some researchers. With writing as follows:
Manoy (2009). In his thesis, “Semiotics Analysis in the Novel Angel and Demons”. He found five codes in the novel: Hermeneutic, semic, symbol, proairetic and genomic code. The researcher also concludes that genomic code is is the code with little appearances in the novel  an symbolic code is the highest code that always comes in the novel Angel and Demons. The object of this study is about semiotic analysis in the novel Angel and Demons. This study used semiotic approach by using  Ferdinand Desaussure’s theory. 
Bahri (2009). In her thesis, “Semiotic Analysis on Witch in Film the Chronicles of Narnia by C.S Lewis (the Lion, the Witch, and Wardrobe). She found eight characteristic of the witch: woman, powerful, evil, authority, fierce, savage, cruel and inadvertently. The researcher also concludes that there are several characters of the witch that still possessed human in daily life. The object of thesis study is about the characteristic of the witch and why the characteristics did become  a witch in the film the lion, the witch, and wardrobe. This study used an intrinsic approach in analyzing this film.
The similarity among those previous researches above with this research is talking about semiotic approach. While the differences among them with this research can be seen from the object of the research.  Manoy, in her thesis Analyzing Semiotic in the Novel Angel and Demonds by using Dessausure’s theory. Bahri, in film the Chronicles of Narnia by C. S Lewis (the Lion, the Witch and Wardrobe) by using intrinsic approach. This research focused on analyzing semiotic theory in signified and signifier in the novel the  Queen at War by K. A. S Queen by using Barthes’s theory.
B. Semiotic Theory
1. Definition of Semiotic
Barthes in Alen (2003: 18) Semiotics is a crucial figure in modern literary and cultural theory. His work has been influential in a wide variety of theoretical trends and practices, including structuralism, semiology, post-structuralism, cultural studies and psychoanalytical literary criticism. Barthes is one of a handful of writers who can be said to have established the foundations for modern literary and cultural theory.




Rolland Barthes theory:
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According to Eco, a general semiotic theory should include not only a theory of how codes may establish ruler for system of signification but a theory of how signs may be produced and interpreted. A theory of codes may clarify aspects of signification, while a theory of sign-production  may clarify aspects of communication (Eco, 1979: 4).
Semiotics is considered as the theory of the production and interpretation of meaning. Meaning is made by the deployment of acts and objects which function as “signs” in relation to other signs. In general meaning is not believed to reside within any particular object, text or process. Rather, meaning arises during the communication process itself ( Chandler, 1994: 2).
2. Some Parts of Semiotic
a. Signifier
Signifier is a sign the combination of a material signifier (sound on written mark). The nature of the signifier suggest roughly the same remarks as that of the signified: it is purely a relatum, whose definition cannot be separated from that of signified. The only difference is that the magnifier is a mediator: some matter is necessary to it. But on the one hand it is not sufficient to it on the other. In semiology, the signifier can too be relayed by a certain matter that of words. This materiality of the signifier makes it once more necessary to distinguish clearly matter from substance: a substance can be immaterial (in the case of the substance of the content) therefore, all one can say is that the substance of the signifier is always material (sounds, objects, images). In semiology, where we shall have to deal with mixed system in which different kinds of matter are involved (sound and image, object and writing etc) (Barthes, 1964:14).
b. Signified
Signified is a (concept). The signified is not the object or action but it is mental concept. Signified also what the signifier refers to (see signifier). In semiotic, denotation and connotation are terms describing the relationship between the signifier and it is signified, and an analytic distinction is made between two types of signified: a denotative signified and a connotative signified. Meaning includes both denotation and connotation. Most sign have at least one normal, “common sense” meaning. This meaning, called the sign’s connotation, is shared among many people and is the most widely used meaning of the sign. But sign also may have many different “subjective” meanings that arise from each individual’s personal experience. These are called the connotations of the sign. The denotation of a sign represents an agreement among a group of people that they will share that meaning of the sign among themselves. Meaning of this type are said to arise through social convention (Chandler, 1994:4).
c. Sign
The sign is arbitrary it has meaning not directly in terms of the world, but in terms of its place in a language system (la language). But language is merely one kind of sign system. There are numerous sign systems in our world, from the Highway Code to architectural design, from the clothes we wear to the food we eat. Everything in society is a sign in this sense and thus belongs to a system which, can be studied like the system of language (Allen, 2003:58).
Barthes uncovered how this manipulation of signs was also conveyed in ordinary words. By exemplifying it with a specific blouse advertisement that claims that 'if you buy it, it will give your skirt a romantic look', he provided an understanding of how any word in the fashion world was shallowly attributed a constructed meaning (Barthes, 1990: 64).
Sign is loosely defined as “of paten of data which, when perceived, brings to mind something other than itself,” the notion of the sign is central to the semiotics approach to the study of communication. The term can refer to the relationship among the elements of the semiotic model, or it can be used to indicated the first of the three elements, i.e. the fisical thing perceived. All the individuals ate meaning – markers. Distinctively, we make meanings through our creation and interpretation of “sign”. Sign take the form of difference objects, but such things have no any meaning and become sign only when we invest them with meaning. Anything can be a sign as long as someone interprets it as ‘signifying’ something-referring to or standing for something other than itself (Chandler, 1994:6).
(Barthes , 1972:39), following Foucault, deems it wise to distinguish symptom from sign , and chooses to oppose the two within the well-known schema of Hjelmslev, whose elaboration on the bifacial character of the sign into form and substance, expression and content, seems to continue to fascinate Romance-language semioticians. Barthes assigns the symptom to the category that  Hjelmslev called the substance of the signifier, and then goes on to argue that a symptom turns into a sign only when it enters in the context of clinical discourse , just when this transformation is wrought  by the physician , in brief, solely ' par la mediation du language . ' However, such a view is tenable, if at all , only in such special cases when the destination of a symptomatic message is a physician or, by extension , a ve ternaries , or at least a computer repair technician. In fact, the destination need be none of these; it could, for example, be a speechless creature. Autonomic effects, that is, symptomatic displays, were acutely observed and described by Darwin, and virtually all modern research in both interspecific and intraspecific animal communication ultimately rests on passages such as his remark that the erection of the dermal appendages, in a variety of vertebrates, ' is a reflex action, independent of the will ; and this action must be looked at, when occurring under the influence of anger or fear, not as a power acquired for the sake of some advantage , but as an incidental result, at least to a large extent, of the sensorium  being affected.
d. Symbol
A sign without either similarity or contiguity, but only with a conventional link between its signifier and its denotation, and with an intentional class for its designatum, is called a symbol. The feature 'conventional link' - Peirce's 'imputed character' - is introduced, of course , to distinguish the symbol from both the icon and the index, while the feature 'intension ' is required to distinguish it from the name. The logical opposition between intension ( sometimes also called ' objective intension , ' and often ' comprehension ' ) ( Carnap 1956: 18 ).
The word “Simbol” comes from the Greek “Symbol” which means contact, taken, insignia, and means of identification. Symbol is meant as anything that communicates a fact or an idea that stand for an object. Symbol is anything that means of something else usually something abstract such as an idea or belief (Goan, 1997: 20).
“Symbols are a complicated matter and believed that symbols are never completely arbitrary, suggesting that there is usually some kind of quasi – arbitrary or rudimentary bond between symbolic signifier and what they signify. He uses the example of a symbol of justice, a pair of scales, and says this symbols cannot be replaced by any symbol, such as a chariot, and still convey its meaning. A more popular symbol of justice involves a blind goddess holding scales to signify impartiality. The problem is we have to learn to associate the scales wit justice. Just seeing a set of scales or a blind goddess with scales does not automatically make us think of justice. Semiotically speaking, symbols are things with important historical and cultural meanings, such as the cross for Christians, the Star of David for Jews and the American flag for Americans. These symbols are tied to history and play important roles in every society. The anthropologist Clifford Geertz discussed symbols in his book the interpretation of cultures” (Geerts, 1973:45).
Based on the explanation about symbol above, it can be concluded that the symbol had not been made arbitrarily and this symbol associated with history and has an important role in every society. Each symbol has its own meaning is created based on why the symbol itself was made at that time. as an example, a symbol of justice, a pair of scales, and says this symbols cannot be replaced by any symbol.
Semiotic or semiology is the study of signs, symbols, and signification. It is the study of how meaning is created, not what it is. Below are some brief definition of semiotic terms, beginning with the smallest unit of meaning and proceeding towards the larger and more complex (Chandler, 2001:65). 
Semiotic is the study of the process by which signs and symbols come to have meaning signs are seen as the basic building blocks of meaning. Semiotics is concerned with how signs are produced, maintained and charged. This is why semiotics is sometimes called the study of the process of signification (Whannel, 2003:54)
Semiotics is the science of communication and sign systems, in short, of the ways people understand  phenomenon organize them mentally and of the ways in which they devise means for transmitting that understanding and for sharing it with other. Although natural and artificial language are therefore central to semiotics, its field covers all non-verbal signaling and extends to domains whose communicative dimension is perceived only unconsciously or subliminally. Knowledge, meaning intention and action are this fundamental concepts in the semiotics investigation of phenomena (Danesi, 2001:105).
Mythology transforms one culture’s values, in Barthes’s case bourgeois French Culture, into a universal and natural value: it turns culture into nature, often while still recognizing its status as myth, as a cultural product. It is this duplicity of myth, a construct wich represent itself as universal and natural, which characterizes its ideological function (Alen, 2003:54).
Myth as a system of semiology because mythology is the study of a type of speech, it is a sign that piece of science formulated by Saussure as semiology. In mythology, as a system of semiology, sign does not have any function. Which is considered important is the relationship of mythology itself, as according to Seassure the sign is a concrete word. In this case the myth is a system that appears semiologis before, so the myth is a second order system semiologis. Therefore, a sign (sign) in the first sequence  is only a marker (signifier) on both system . (Smith, 1983:110).
3. Signifier, the Signified, and Sign in Myth
The signifier is the sound image and 'the hearer's psychological impression of a sound' while the signified is the abstract content of the sign (Saussure, 1986: 66). In addition to this, he claimed that the signification, the relationship that holds together the signifier and the signified, was arbitrary since 'there is no rational connection between a physical object (signified) and the word or symbol attributed to it (signifier)' (Saussure, 1986: 67; University of Waterloo, 2012).
Markers (signifier) in the myth according to Barthes can be seen from two points of view that the final terms of the language system or as an initial term of the mythic system. Markers (signifier) in the context of meaning, while he calls the language in the context of myth, he called it a form. Markers (signifier) in the concept of myth itself becomes ambiguous because at the same time he became the full meaning and form on one side and blank on the other. The third term in linguistics is called the sign (sign) is the relationship between the first two terms , but may not use this term without any ambiguity due to the mite markers (signifier) is formed by a sign (sign) of the language. In the myth, Barthes calls this third term as meaning (signification). Basically mythology has a dual system, the presence of myth is determined by the presence of meaning, there was no contradiction or separation between meaning and form, both are present together (Barthes, 1975:121).
C. Tempus
Tempus original name is "Tempos". In the Year of Shadows, Tempus' avatar appeared in a ruined castle in Battledale, just over five miles southwest of Essembra. Immediately following the Godswar, Eldan Ambrose, an Amnian cleric of Tempus, saw Tempus during a battle in Swords Creek. After the fighting ended, Ambrose followed his god's trail back to Battledale, and found the castle (which originally belonged to Belarus, a long-dead Tempuran). In the ruins of the great hall, Ambrose had a vision confirming the site as sacred to the Foehammer. Ambrose and his allies rebuilt the castle, establishing the Abbey of the Sword (Mona, 2002:152)
Tempus was served by the Red Knight, deity of strategy and war planning, Valkur, god of seaboard warfare, and Uthgar, patron of the Uthgardt barbarians of the Sword Coast North. He opposed and is opposed by Garagos, who was formerly known as Targus and worshipped as the god of war in the now-fallen empire of Netheril until Tempus defeated him and claimed his station, reducing the greater god of war to the demigod today known as Garagos. Tempus slew many other deities aspiring to be the god of war in the past, and it was not certain why he tolerated Garagos' continued existence, having already defeated him once. Some scholars in the Realms believed that Tempus' dislike of mindless slaughter and bloodlust prompted him to spare Garagos so that he could represent those more vicious aspects of war. This was supported by the fact that the Tempuran liturgy stressed honorable combat, not wanton destruction.  Sune saw Tempus as her enemy because of the destruction that wars wreak upon beautiful things and people, but Tempus did not consider her worth the conflict. Despite the fact that Tempus' dogma was diametrically opposed to that of Eldath and that he considered her naive for her pacifist outlook, he commanded his followers to not harm those of the goddess of peace, seeing that war was meaningless without peace following, and he punished followers who disobeyed that command (Mona, 2002:71).
Tempus does not win battles, he helps the deserving warrior win battles. War is fair in that it oppresses and aids all equally and that in any given battle, a mortal may be slain or become a great leader among his or her companions. It should not be feared, but seen as a natural force, a human force, the storm that civilization brings by its very existence. Arm all for whom battle is needful, even foes. Retreat from hopeless fights but never avoid battle. Slay one foe decisively and halt a battle quickly rather than rely upon slow attrition or the senseless dragging on of hostilities. Tempus looks with favor upon those that acquit themselves honorably in battle without resorting to such craven tricks as destroying homes, family, or livestock when a foe is away or attacking from the rear (except when such an attack is launched by a small band against foes of vastly superior numbers). Consider the consequences of the violence of war, and do not wage war recklessly (Heinsoo, 2008:81).
D. Synopsis of Novel the Queen at War by K.A.S Quinn
In twenty-first century New York, Katie Berger-Jones-Berg is a little concerned. She's seeing people in old-fashioned clothes who have a worrying habit of disappearing. Then she receives a mysterious note...and is sent hurtling back through time! In ninteenth-century London, Queen Victoria is on the throne and England is on the brink of war with Russia. For some reason, everyone's looking to Katie to save the day.
Katie Berger-Jones-Burg is puzzled. Living with her former pop-star mother in a New York apartment she is having strange visions. She has written for The Times, The Telegraph, The Independent and The Wall Street Journal as well as appearing on Any Questions, A Good Read, Famous Lives and Broadcasting House for the BBC. In 2003 she was a judge for the Jewish Quarterly Literary Award. She is married to Stephen Quinn, the publishing director of Vogue magazine. They live in London and have two small boys. She still reads children’s books, in bed, with a torch.
